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1. INTRODUCTION

Spicers Peak Nature Refuge is 2080.16ha of a 3000ha property located on the southern side of the Cunningham Highway on the western side of Cunninghams Gap, off South Branch Road, Merivale (Lot 11 on ML1566, lot 49 on ML218, lots 40, 41 & 42 on ML14, lot 1583 on M34618, lots 1 & 2 on RP21769, lot 1116 on M34498, and part of lot 1 on SP154845).  It is a private property owned by Graham (Skroo) and Judy Turner and was established as a Nature Refuge on the 7th October 2007. The land is mapped as having state significance providing habitat for endangered, vulnerable and rare taxa and forms part of a bioregional corridor. This is the first flora and fauna survey undertaken by the Nature Refuge Program on the property and provides baseline information for long term monitoring of the Nature Refuge.

2. VEGETATION

Spicers Peak Nature Refuge comprises four Regional Ecosystems; 

Regional ecosystems including:

a) Acacia harpophylla open forest on Cainozoic igneous rocks described as endangered regional ecosystem 12.8.23 with no representation in the protected area estate*;

b) Eucalyptus conica, E. nobilis, E. tereticornis, Angophora floribunda on alluvial plains. Basalt derived soils, described as the of concern regional ecosystem 11.3.23 with no representation in the protected area estate;

c) Eucalyptus nobilis tall open forest on alluvial plains described as the of concern regional ecosystem 12.3.9 with a low representation in the protected area estate;

d) Eucalyptus crebra, E. tereticornis woodland on Cainozoic igneous rocks described as the of concern regional ecosystem 12.8.16 with a low representation in the protected area estate;

e) Montane shrubland on Cainozoic igneous rocks described as the of concern regional ecosystem 12.8.19;

f) Semi-evergreen vine thicket on Cainozoic igneous rocks. Steep hillsides described as the not of concern regional ecosystem 11.8.3 with a low representation in the protected area estate;

g) Eucalyptus orgadophila open woodland on Cainozoic igneous rocks described as the not of concern regional ecosystem 11.8.5;

h) Eucalyptus albens, E. crebra woodland on Cainozoic igneous rocks. Hillsides described as the not of concern regional ecosystem 11.8.8 with a low representation in the protected area estate;

i) Complex notophyll vine forest with Araucaria spp. on Cainozoic igneous rocks described as the not of concern regional ecosystem 12.8.4;

j) Eucalyptus eugenioides, E. biturbinata, E. melliodora open forest on Cainozoic igneous rocks described as the not of concern regional ecosystem 12.8.14.
* This is the mapped RE however upon closer investigation it appears that the silvery leaves are in fact Melaleuca bracteata.

3. METHODOLOGY

The survey was undertaken day and night between the 8th and the 13th of April 2007.  The objectives were to:
· Collect flora and fauna and mapping data on Spicers Peak Nature Refuge;
· Check for the presence of the vulnerable Hastings River mouse (Pseudomys oralis) and the endangered eastern bristlebird (Dasyornis brachypterus) as the property appeared to have suitable habitat for these species;

· Ensure that information collected is entered onto the Wildnet Database;
· Provide the landholders with the copies of all information collected; and
· Use the survey information as baseline data for future monitoring.

Survey techniques incorporated Elliot traps, cage traps, pitfall lines, harp traps, spotlighting and general incidental observations.

3.1 Mammals

At each of the five selected sites, trap lines were set up using small type A (90x90x320 mm) aluminium Elliot box traps used to capture small ground dwelling mammals.  
Site 1 consisted of 50 Elliot traps and 2 possum cage traps; 

Site 2 consisted of 50 Elliot traps and 3 cage traps.
Site 3 consisted of 25 Elliot traps and 1 cage trap.

Site 4 consisted of 25 Elliot traps and 1 cage trap.

Site 5 consisted of 25 Elliot traps and 1 cage trap.

Elliot traps were spaced approx 8m apart baited with a mixture of peanut paste, oats and honey. Similar bait was used for the possum traps along with some chunks of sweet potato and a chicken wing. Traps were left open at Spicers Peak for four nights. Sites 1 and 2 were set out on the 8th and collected on the 12th and sites 3, 4 and 5 were set on the 9th and collected on the 13th. 
Trap lines were checked each morning between 0600 and 0900 hours, animals were identified and released at point of capture in the closest hollow or rocky crevice to avoid chances of predation from other species. One sugar glider (Petaurus breviceps) was captured in an Elliot trap and this individual was kept and released the following night to again limit the chances of predation. Captures were not marked, except for the Hastings River mice (Pseudomys oralis) where a tail clip was collected for a DNA, study on this species, hence the total number of species caught includes recaptures.  Baits were replaced as necessary.

Two harp traps were used over two nights in an effort to capture microchiropteran bats (small insectivorous bats).  This was conducted over 2 nights; one site was located in a gully at the south-east end of Wallaroo clearing, close to but down hill from site 2, and the other near Welcome Bridge on the creek at Cattle Yard Clearing. These two traps were opened between 1900 and 2300 hours each night. 

Species that have been seen by land managers on the property but not recorded during the survey are the vulnerable brush-tailed rock-wallaby (Petrogale penicillata) and spotted-tailed quoll (Dasyurus maculatus maculatus). One night at the campsite a call was heard that was believed to be from a quoll, however, some doubt remains therefore it was not recorded on the survey list.  

3.2 Birds

Bird censuring was carried out at each site as well as the campsite between 0600 and 0900 and opportunistically throughout the day over the 5 sites for the 6-day duration.  Birds were recorded based on sightings and bird calls.  Appendix 1 lists the bird species identified during the survey.

Call playback for the endangered eastern bristlebird was conducted over two mornings by researcher Dr David Stewart. No reply calls were heard however this is not the optimal time of year for this technique.

3.3 Reptiles

Pitfall traps were placed at Spicers Peak sites 1, 2, 3 and 4. The pitfall trap lines were constructed using a 40 cm high mesh or plastic fence approximately 20 m in length with four 50 cm deep buckets at each of the 4 sites. Two pitfall trap lines were placed along site 1 to sample the two RE’s (dry rainforest and open Eucalypt woodland).  Leaf litter and sticks were placed in the bottom of each bucket to provide a dry area for fauna should it rain during the night and some form of shelter for the smaller species. The pit fall traps were left for 4 nights, except at site 3 where they were closed after the second night of trapping due to a juvenile P. oralis being caught over two consecutive nights (this individual was not marked or a tail clipped so it is not certain if it was the same individual both times). Each morning the buckets were checked between 0630 and 0900 hours. Caught animals were released at site of capture, either immediately or at a later time, once identification had been established.

3.4 Nocturnal Fauna

Opportunistic spotlighting was undertaken at Spicers Peak at locations other than at those designated sites 1-5. Sites 1-5 were not disturbed during the night to lessen disturbance and increase the chance of capture. Spotlighting took place between 1900 and 2330 hours. Powerbeam 40 watt portable spotlights were used.

3.5 Plants and Plant Communities
The plant species list and plant communities list were compiled by Paul Grimshaw and an attached list of species and species within communities for each site is listed in Appendices 2 & 3 respectively.

4. RESULTS

Over the duration of the survey effort a total of 114 vertebrate species were recorded and 4 invertebrates (butterflies only). This included 23 species of mammals, 82 species of birds, 5 species of reptiles, 3 species of amphibians, 4 species of butterfly and 1 species of fish. 166 species of plant species were recorded during the survey including the rare Callitris baileyi.
Several other species were recorded on other visits to the property as well as unconfirmed sightings by Peppers resort staff; these include the rare square-tailed kite (Lophoictinia isura), the vulnerable brush-tailed rock-wallaby (Petrogale penicillata) and spotted-tailed quoll (Dasyurus maculatus maculatus). There is also a record on the EPA’s WildNet database for the endangered eastern bristlebird (Dasyornis brachypterus) closer to the end of Spicers Gap Road on the eastern boundary of the nature refuge.
